- Why did Jesus take Peter, James and John up the mountain?

* They were 3 of the first 4 disciples called to follow Him
» Mark 1: 14-20

* They accompanied Jesus on other significant occasions
» The raising of Jairus’ daughter
— Mark5:35-43
» SeaofGalilee(d FAAKSNE 2F YSyéo
- Luke5:1-11
» Garden of Gethsemane
- Mark 14:43-52

* The were all ‘elevated’ and given new spiritual insight to
prepare them for the key roles they would have after
Jesus’ death

- Mark 9 verses 2 to 8

2Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and
John, and led them up a high mountain apart, by
themselves. And he was transfigured before them, 3and his
clothes became dazzling white, such as no oneon earth
could bleach them. 4 And there appeared to them Elijah with
Moses, who were talking with Jesus. * Then Peter said to
Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good for us to be here; let us make three
dwellings,@he for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” ¢
He did not know what to say, for they were terrified. ? Then
a cloud overshadowed them, and from the cloud there came
a voice, “This is my Son, the Beloved;@listen to him!” &
Suddenly when they looked around, they saw no one with
them any more, but only Jesus.

16 For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we
made known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus
Christ, but we had been eyewitnesses of his majesty. !’ For
he received honour and glory from God the Father when
that voice was conveyed to him by the Majestic Glory,
saying, “This is my Son, my Beloved,Avith whom | am well
pleased.” 8 We ourselves heard this voice come from
heaven, while we were with him on the holy mountain. °So
we have the prophetic message more fully confirmed. You
will do well to be attentive to this as to a lamp shining in a
dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in
your hearts.

» Moses is representative of “the Law” (the Torah)
» Elijah representative of “the prophets”

» “the Writings” (psaims rroverss et Were not considered as part
of what we now call the Old Testament in Jesus’ day

e Their appearance symbolically represented Jesus
as the fulfilment of the Law and the Prophets

e They were a resurrection to life, brought out of
their “sleep”, to their physical bodies as a vision
of what Jesus would soon do
